1347 PRIME HOGGS

A really decent number entry this week, up on the
previous two weeks. Overall, a better quality entry also
with some bigger runs of hoggs forward. As expected,
trade for the handy weight hoggs was stronger and up
on previous weeks; and the trade for heavier hoggs was
very similar to the last few weeks. Again, a large amount
of heavy hoggs (over 49kg) on offer, with a lot of those
heavier hoggs being quite lean. Generally a lot of hoggs
were sold between £120-£125. Top call of £144 for a
63kg Charollais hogg from LF & JM Heywood, Loxbeare,
with 5 56.8kg Pure Texel hoggs from MC & KD Yeo of
Yarnscombe closely following at £142.50. 55.7kg
Charollais from B & T Baker of Alverdiscott reached £140,
and a whopping 82kg mule from CHS Enterprises of
Dowland achieved £138.50.
