
1474 PRIME LAMBS 

A really good number entry up on previous weeks. 

Overall, a decent quality entry but still a lot of plainer 

lighter lambs coming forward which are difficult to 

sell. Trade no dearer than last week and a few less 

buyers in attendance as most abattoirs have enough 

lambs for the Qubani Festival. Again, the heavier 

lambs were well wanted by all the buyers and the 

heavier they are the more they make. The lighter 

lambs were down 10p per kilo this week. The clean 

fresh lambs with plenty of cover in the 42-46kg range 

sold well also. Difficult to say where the trade will be 

next week as no one wants to commit to a price yet.

A shorter show of cull sheep this week and a drop in 

quality on offer with only a handful of best ewes for-

ward. All classes of ewes easier, mainly exasperated  by 

many larger runs of leaner, grazing ewes, majority still in 

their wool and fresh off their lambs. Many buyers report-

ed that orders for the festival had already been fulfilled, 

bringing the average back considerably. Overall best Suf-

folk Mules £125 plus and best Mules £105 plus.  

Ewes topped at £147 for a well framed Charollais X from 

DJ & RA Woollacott of Yarnscombe. 2 Suffolks from the 

same home achieved £138.50. M & Y Pearce of Harra-

cott sold Charollais X for £133.50. A Blue Faced Leicester 

from CT Jones, South Molton were rewarded with £133.
