Stags Auctioneers at Tavistock Livestock Centre report a very 

strong trade for all stock forward at their monthly catalogued 

June Fair Sale. There was an excellent amount of buyers around 

the ring throughout the whole sale. The sale started with the cat-

tle sale which included a special sale of South Devon cattle.  

Top price of the day was £3600 for a very well bred 71/2 year old 

Pedigree Limousin Bull ‘Foxhill Farm Omereto’ from Mr G Paine of 

Yelverton. South Devon bulls sold to £3000 for a 7 year old Pedi-

gree ‘Godsworthy Trusty 12’ from Mr SJ Arrowsmith Brown of 

Postbridge and purebred South Devon bulls sold to £2700 for a 3 

year old from Mr JW Hillson of Bere Alston.  

South Devon Pedigree heifers sold to £2175 for 2 25mo from 

Messrs RJM Osborne & Son of North Bovey; who also had £2150 

for 3 28mo heifers. There was a good run of South Devon Cows 

and Calves which sold to £2525 for a 4 year old cow with her 

2mo Aberdeen Angus x heifer calf at foot from Mr ER Distin of 

Botus Fleming. Next best was £2375 for a 6 year old cow with her 

1mo South Devon heifer calf at foot for Messrs RJM Osborne & 

Sons of North Bovey.  

The sale started with the grazing cows where prices topped at 

£1980 for a 10yo South Devon for Mr AJ Friend of Coryton; with 

next best £1520 for a 10yo Hereford x from Mr MH Northmore of 

Yelverton.  

Trade was very strong for the store cattle where prices topped at 

£2300 for 3 26mo South Devon steers from Messrs RCM & GW 

Facey of Gunnislake with the same vendor also having £2250 for 

5 27mo Limousin x steers and £2200 for 4 25mo South Devon 

steers.  

The best trade was seen for the younger cattle where prices 

topped at £1660 for 4 14mo Charolais x steers from Messrs Abel 

Brothers of Peter Tavy. Next best was £1600 for a 14mo South 

Devon steer from Mr E Distin of Botus Fleming; £1540 for 2 14mo

LTD of Peter Tavy; £1520 for 3 7mo South Devon steers from Mr

Continued demand for rental property  

The rental market in West Devon, particularly Tavistock, remains strong, with steady de-

mand for affordable homes. The area continues to attract tenants thanks to its proximity to 

Dartmoor and good access to Plymouth and Exeter for commuters. 

 

Demand remains highest for 1–3 bedroom properties priced between £650–£1,100 pcm, 

as these tend to offer the best balance of affordability and space for a wide range of ten-

ants, from single occupants to small families. Well-presented homes in this bracket often 

let quickly, particularly when located close to local amenities or transport links. Properties 

above this range are still letting but typically see a slightly longer marketing period as the 

tenant pool becomes more limited and expectations around quality and features increase. 

For landlords, this market continues to offer a reliable income stream with competitive 

yields when properties are priced and presented well.
