Renters Rights Act (the story so far)

15t May saw the most major change to
the private rental sector for many,
many years. Even columnists have
stated this as an ‘evolution’ of the
rental sector! It is now just over one
month old and surely too soon to
gauge any effects, but what we would
like to address are the initial worrying
parts of this act.

No fixed term — There will be a start
date on the contract (Assured Periodic
Tenancy) but NO end date. At Rickman
we have never served a section 21
notice in 25 years of business, our
landlords were happy with the current
tenant we selected, rent was paid,
with no complaints; so should a
professional landlord want to
terminate? Over 90% of tenants give
notice naturally for more space,
moving to a different part of the UK or
overseas etc, and still do today. In the
early 1980’s there was always the
discussion of whether you should opt
towards pension or property for
security later in life? Some chose both,
but not many.

Here at Rickman we still manage
investors’ portfolios from as far back as
1997 and they have done very well.
Today, buying an investment property
is still for the long term - you can’t just
dip in casually and expect high capital

gains - it’s a marathon, not a sprint. We

are seeing returns at around 4%-5%
gross at present. There is still demand
from tenants, so your property should
not be vacant for long, and if it is,
simply call us.
